YANGPYUNG STUDIE:

UNFOLDING IN WOOD

Originally conceived as a family retreat, the Yangpyung
Studio has become a hybrid space between experiencing
nature and creativity. The compact structure combines
an open communal floor and a secluded, child-friendly
relaxation area with the character of a loft on two levels.
The architectural centrepiece is the cantilevered ground
floor with folding front doors - a permeable threshold
space that blurs the boundaries between inside and
outside, even in rain or snow. The load-bearing structure
made of KLH® remains largely visible and lends the
building an atmospheric depth through material
authenticity and precision craftsmanship. The early

integration of KLH® - CLT not only enabled efficient
prefabrication and precise realisation, but also special
structural solutions such as the cantilevered staircase.
The cantilevered KLH® staircase was realised through
targeted steel reinforcement - precise proof of the
potential of modern timber construction.
